 Living in the Orchard ñ My Personal Thoughts-Elbie Powers, President 

 

Many of you know I DO LIVE in the middle of my orchard. It is amazing what Iõve 

learned over the last 21 years as owner/grower. I planted the trees, hand raising each 

one of them. You will almost form a personal relationship with each tree. It is amazing 

what happens in an orchard throughout the seasons.  As an active grower/owner I 

make mistakes and learn valuable lessons each year. The top best animal friends an 

orchard can have are Hawks (for squirrels), Owls (for squirrels), Foxes (for ground 

moles & nightly removal of downed squirrels-crows). Mockingbirds are a surprising 

menace to plentiful nuts. I learned last year Deer actually are helping by eating my 

sucker growth from trunks of trees. The producing limbs are pruned too high for them 

to get but they enjoy the trunk suckers. Currently Japanese beetles are beginning to 

show up, starting this week.  Scab is also appearing and the orchard is being sprayed 

for these issues. 
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
